The request to withdrawal or for
the “PC” grad cannot be made
before you receive your final letter
grade

The “PC” grade will not improve or
harm your GPA

This can adversely affect your
Financial Aid disbursement

The Fine Print

= Make your decision carefully;
once you decide to
withdrawal or take the “PC”
grade, it cannot be changed;
you cannot petition to
reinstate the letter grade

= The deadline to apply is June
22, 2020*. This allows you to
see your final letter grade
before making your decision
